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Dr. Nancy Boyd Webb until recently was on the faculty of Fordham University Graduate School of Social Service for 30 years where she taught in the clinical practice area and developed and directed a Post-Master’s Certificate Program in Child and Family Therapy for 22 years. Dr. Webb holds the title of Distinguished Professor of Social Work Emerita at Fordham and formerly occupied the James R. Dumpson Chair in Child Welfare Studies. Dr. Webb is a leading authority on clinical practice and play therapy with children who have experienced trauma, various kinds of losses, and bereavement. She is a prolific author and editor, with several texts on these topics. Her two recent publications are:  Helping Children and Adolescents with Chronic and Serious Medical Conditions   (John Wiley & Sons, 2009) and the 3rd edition of Helping Bereaved Children [Guilford Press, 2010]. She also has been featured in a video demonstration of play therapy techniques, and in several audio training tapes.  Dr. Webb presents frequently as a keynote speaker and workshop leader at conferences nationally and internationally in addition to fulfilling her varied writing commitments.


Description/Overview:

This workshop has a double focus: that of traumatically bereaved youth and the practitioners who seek to help them.  Because trauma presents challenges both to its direct victims and to the empathic helpers, it is essential to understand its wide impact and to follow procedures to help all involved.

Bereaved children and young people typically have difficulty expressing their feelings in words. This is particularly true following situations of traumatic deaths. This workshop uses in-depth case examples to illustrate the use of a number of art and writing activities that can help bereaved children/youth of different ages express and process their feelings. 

Due to the stressful overload of empathetic listening, clinicians who work with traumatized clients may themselves become traumatized. When the reality of this condition, known as ‘vicarious traumatization’ or VT, is not acknowledged, the clinician’s effectiveness becomes greatly diminished.  The presentation will review the signs and symptoms of vicarious traumatization and discuss methods for avoiding and dealing with it.  Like high blood pressure this condition can be dangerous, but with timely assessment, it is treatable with self-care and other methods. 

Learning Goals: At the completion of this workshop participants will be able to:

· Specify how trauma can interfere with children’s bereavement

· Name and describe at least three drawing activities for use in therapy with traumatically bereaved children

· Recognize how the  cognitive developmental  of children/youth effects their ability to understand the reality of death

· Name some of the danger signs of vicarious traumatization

· List 3 methods for avoiding vicarious traumatization
