GRIEF SUPPORT GROUPS FOR CHILDREN AND TEENS

ABOUT THE PROGRAM 

When someone close to them dies, children often experience many difficult and overwhelming thoughts and feelings. They can often feel alone. Our grief groups for children and teens help to create a sense of safety and normalcy, giving young people the chance to meet others their age who are also grieving

At The Center, we use a model of peer support, adult mentoring, and therapeutic play and creative expression – enabling children and teens to respond in constructive ways and discover skills to work and grow through their grieving process.

Groups are held for children ages 6-18 during the school year. Days and times vary by location. Call 215-744-4025 for schedule.
· Elementary (ages 6-8) meet for 1-1/4 hours. 

· Middle (ages 9-12) children meet for 1-1/2 hours.

· Teen-agers (ages 13-18) meet for 1-1/2 hours.

Separate support groups for the adult caregivers are held while the children meet in their respective groups. 

ORIENTATION

In order to register for grief support groups, the parent or guardian, children, and teens must first attend our Orientation Session. A family member must call to register for the next Orientation. These groups are provided at no cost to the family.
HOW TO REGISTER A CHILD: 
· Have a parent or caregiver call The Center (215-744-4025) to talk with a staff person about obtaining services for the child or teen.

· Register for the next scheduled “family orientation.” This one-hour program will introduce the child, teen, and family to our services and philosophy.

· Following the family orientation, complete the registration forms. The child will be included in the next open group night for his/her age.
